Snow on Mount Hermon

The amount of snow is small, but from the perspective of the Israeli public, it's
enough to rush up to Mount Hermon.

. We came here to have a bit of fun on Mount Hermon. And look, we even got
a snowball to the head, and we’re hoping to enjoy ourselves here a lot.

. Enjoying perfect weather, a fun atmosphere, and attractions. Admission is
free, and for the kids this is the first time they’re experiencing snow here.

Before noon, a large traffic jam formed at the entrance to the site. The mountain
was covered by more hikers than snow, which mostly fell along the line of military
positions at the summit, where civilians have no access.

Because of the crowding, they were forced to announce the closure of the site to
visitors.

. This snow here, at the upper level, will stay with us in the coming days. We
recommend going onto our website to get updates. Admission is still free.

The impressive flow of the Banias waterfall drew thousands of visitors to the
reserve. On Route 99, which goes up to the northern Golan, a huge traffic jam
formed due to the heavy load of hikers who wanted to witness this marvel.

The Sa’ar waterfall at the peak of its flow. The Snir Stream and lyyun reserves in
Metula also saw a pilgrimage of visitors. After two difficult years, the northern
streams are awakening, and with them the crowds who come to enjoy winter
scenes that in recent years have become rare in the Galilee and the Golan.

Agamon Hula as well, which is hosting tens of thousands of cranes these days,
drew visitors who enjoyed the pleasant weather.

After two years of war and a winter that was entirely drought, the north is waking
up and slowly returning to itself. If a few more Saturdays like these come along -
of hikers, snow, and flowing water - hope will return here as well.
