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ABSTRACT
This report presents a corpus-based structural analysis of verb exposure within twenty-

six Advanced Weekly Hebrew Lessons conducted between July and December 2025.
The study examines quantitative verb distribution, repetition thresholds, root token
frequency, and root productivity across binyanim. The findings demonstrate that
structured contextual exposure generates measurable morphological reinforcement at
both the verb and root-family levels. The data confirms architectural acquisition

patterns rather than isolated vocabulary accumulation.
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1. PURPOSE OF THE STUDY
The objective of this analysis is to determine whether structured weekly narrative
exposure produces:

1. Measurable reinforcement of core verbs.
2. Root-level recurrence across binyanim.

3. Systemic morphological architecture rather than lexical randomness.

The dataset includes all verbs listed in the “verbs” worksheet of the Advanced edition
between July and December 2025.
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2. CORPUS DESCRIPTION
Total Verb Tokens: 618

Total Distinct Infinitives: 338

A token refers to a single occurrence of a verb.

A type refers to a distinct infinitive.

Type—Token Ratio (TTR): 0.55

A TTR of 0.55 indicates a balanced distribution of diversity and repetition. The corpus
therefore reflects neither mechanical drilling nor uncontrolled vocabulary expansion.
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3. STRUCTURAL REINFORCEMENT LAYER

To identify meaningful reinforcement, a recurrence threshold of 23 occurrences per
verb was applied.

Rationale:

Three occurrences mark the transition from incidental exposure to structural
reinforcement.

Result:
65 verbs met or exceeded the 23 threshold.
These verbs constitute the Structural Reinforcement Layer of Phase |.

This layer reflects stabilized narrative verbs rather than memorization targets.
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4. ROOT TOKEN FREQUENCY (SYSTEMIC WEIGHT)
Beyond verb-level recurrence, root-level analysis was conducted.

Root Token Frequency measures the total number of occurrences of all verbs
belonging to the same root.

These roots dominate not because of isolated repetition, but because they anchor
narrative structure:

- Perception (nNXN)

- Movement and transition (02V)
- Existence (n'N)

- Speech (WnK)

- Inquiry and demand (WNT)

- Location and presence (XXn)

- Contact and approach (V1)
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5. ROOT TYPE PRODUCTIVITY (MORPHOLOGICAL GENERATIVITY)

Root Type Productivity measures how many distinct verbs are generated by the
same root.

These roots demonstrate cross-binyan expansion.

Productivity reflects morphological network density rather than repetition alone.
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6. ROOT CENTRALITY
Some roots demonstrate both high token frequency and high type productivity.

This dual strength indicates Root Centrality.
Central roots form structural hubs within the corpus.

They reinforce meaning through recurrence while simultaneously expanding across
patterns.

/. ARCHITECTURAL FINDINGS
The corpus demonstrates three measurable structural layers:

Layer 1 — Verb Reinforcement

65 verbs stabilized through =3 recurrence.

Layer 2 — Root Weight

Certain roots dominate through cumulative token frequency.

Layer 3 — Root Productivity

Multiple roots generate families of verbs across binyanim.

This confirms systemic architectural exposure rather than isolated lexical
presentation.
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8. WHAT THIS REPORT DOES NOT CLAIM
This study does not claim:

- These are the most frequent verbs in Modern Hebrew overall.
- Learners should memorize high-frequency lists.

- Binyanim should be studied in isolation.

The findings apply exclusively to the documented curriculum corpus.
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9. PEDAGOGICAL IMPLICATIONS
The data confirms that structured narrative exposure:

- Produces natural repetition without artificial drilling.

- Reinforces root families across binyanim.

- Builds morphological networks rather than word lists.
- Stabilizes high-frequency functional verbs organically.

Fluency emerges not from vocabulary accumulation but from structural integration.

The architecture observed in Phase | reflects measurable systemic acquisition.
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10. CONCLUSION
Between July and December 2025, learners encountered:

618 verb exposures
338 distinct infinitives
65 structurally reinforced verbs

Multiple root families recurring across patterns

The evidence demonstrates architectural language acquisition.

The curriculum does not distribute verbs randomly.

It constructs a system.

And systems generate fluency.
